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One of the highlights for this Fall was a habitat restion project on Cowiche Creek. A unique
opportunity involved three consecutive private landownerSmmiche Creek. There were simi-
lar resource concerns and objectives among these pregpehieh encompassed nearly 2,000
feet of stream. Rootwads, log vanes, toe logs, and gpgwvéog were installed to address se-
verely sloughing streambanks, reduce sedimentation, seailigambanks, form pools, and in-
crease habitat diversity. Later this Fall, native vagmt will be planted along both streambanks
to improve riparian structure, minimize solar heatingrease root matrices, and provide a future
source of large woody debris for recruitment.

A combination of these Best Management Practices impnwager quality, and restores in-
stream and riparian habitat. As a result, numerousosadis species (Chinook, Coho, Rainbow
and Cutthroat trout) will benefit.

Part of this new water will rematherriver to enhance flows which will benefit Progrpanticipants,
existing and new water right users, and aquatic species.
